Supplier Code of Practice

· Where possible, be located in the locality where the products and services will be utilised in order to retain the social and economic benefits of procurement as well as minimising environmental impacts such as transport.

Products should, where possible, be:

· Produced with minimal impact to the environment

· Produced locally

· Produced ethically

· Represent value for money

· Be fit for purpose

Non compliance with this code of conduct can adversely affect our trading relationship with the supplier concerned, however, we are committed to working with our suppliers to help them achieve full compliance where necessary.
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
